ABOUT THE SCHOOL AND THE CITY

Established in 1992, Centro Lingua - Centro di Lingua & Cultura
Italiana is a small, intimate school with a friendly atmosphere, and
is recognized by A.S.I.L.S. (Association of language schools of
Italian as a foreign language). The school is housed in a renovated
four story 19th century building and each classroom is equipped

with visual displays, cassette recorder-player and headphones.

The student library, lounge and computer room has access to the

internet. All Centro Lingua teachers are university graduates,
trained to teach Italian as a foreign language.

Centro Lingua is situated in the heart of Taormina, one of the
most popular and most important towns in Sicily. Taormina is
located high atop Mount Tauro, just above the Bay of Naxos. The
magnibcent Mediterranean blue bay and the not so distant, often
smoldering Mount Etna offer a spectacular view which can be
seen from almost any point in Taormina, including Centro Lingua.
Taormina offers easy access to the important treasures of Sicily.

ABOUT THE PROGRAM

Centro Lingua's methodology has been developed from a
communicative based approach. The brst aim is communication,
both oral and written. Centro Lingua's courses are divided into
two programs: The Formation Program, divided into three levels,
elementary, intermediate and superior, and The Specialization
Program, divided into three levels, advanced 1, advanced 2 and
advanced 3. Group courses are a maximum of 8 students per
class.

Standard Course Group 20 hours per week. This course is
designed for those who want a complete language experience,
studying 4 hours per day, focusing on the language analysis
activities and the communicative tasks.

Standard Plus Course Group/Tutor 25 hours per week - 20 hours
of Group + 5 hours of Tutor weekly. Combines the Standard
Group course with an extra individual hour daily.

Intensive Course Group 30 hours per week. A course designed
for those who want to have a more intensive group course to
strengthen their abilities in a shorter time.

Language & ltalian History Course 2 weeks, 28 hours per week
- 20 hours of Group + 8 hours of Italian History. In combination
with the Standard Group course, Centro Lingua offers an Italian
History course which covers the Etruscans, the Greeks, the
Romans, all the way up to the present day in Italy. The History
course is taught by individuals trained in the beld.

Language & Art History 2 weeks, 28 hours per week - 20 hours of

Group + 8 hours of ltalian Art History . The Language & Art
History course combines the Standard Group course with study

of sculpture, painting and architecture in Italy. The aim of the
course is to provide content based language study and to provide

a deeper knowledge and understanding of Italian Art. The Art
History course is taught by individuals trained in the peld.

Language & ltalian Cooking 37.5 hours per week - 20 Group +
17.5 cooking lessons and assistance in a restaurant kitchen. The
course is designed for anyone interested in expanding their
practical knowledge of Italian cuisine. This course includes the
Standard Group course of 4 hours daily and organized cooking
lessons in a local top category restaurant, tutored by professional
chefs, for 3.5 hours daily, 5 days per week. At the end of the
training a Letter of Attendance is issued.

Language & Sicilian Ceramics OR Wood and Furniture
Restoration Apprenticeship 2 weeks, 23 hours per week - 20
hours of Group + 3 hours of Ceramic or Wood and Furniture
Restoration Apprenticeship. Combines the Standard Group
course and an organized practical apprenticeship on Sicilian
ceramic, or on wood and furniture restoration, tutored by
professional craftsmen. A Letter of Attendance is issued.

Language & Eco-Touring 2 weeks, Standard Group Course + 4
guided half-day hiking tours and 1 guided all-day hiking tour.
Combines the Standard Group course and guided hiking tours
through Sicily's National Parks. All transportation is included.

ACCOMMODATIONS

Shared Apartments There are several apartments available
throughout Taormina and all are within a 15 minute walk from the
school. Includes a private room and use of bath and kitchen.
Homestays, Pensions & Hotels are also available.

SPECIAL ACTIVITIES

Cultural, Social Activities & Excursions The school offers a
program of internal extracurricular activities which are included in
the cost. Many social activities are available and excursions are
offered every other weekend at additional cost.

Program & Admission Information - Taormina, Italy

Programs

The methodology used has beem developed around a communicative based approach. This
means that the program focuses first on the students ability to communicate (written and oral) in
the ltalian language, and then interjects the grammatical structures and formal rules of the
language. To assist in the understanding of the language and its usage teachers will present
students with newspaper and magazine article, taped dialog, video-taped situation, letters, and/or
short-short stories. This engages the student in an analysis of the grammatical structures in a
meaningful and productive manner.

Students who want more practice and want to augment their studies with a traditional exercise
book may do so upon request. They exercises and practice material are designed to follow the
sequence of the course providing the student with a guide to their independent study. It is also
valuable for students who want to continue practicing their Italian after they return home.

There is a maximum number of 8 students per class. This limit ensures a small group which is
more conducive to communication, and offers each student the opportunity to speak as much as
possible.

The courses are divided into two programs: The Formation Program & The Specialization
Program. The Formation Program is divided into three levels (Elementary, Intermediate and
Superior) and allows the students to reach the "Threshold Level", i.e. the level of communicative
competence according to the Modern Language Project of the Council of Europe. The
Specialization Program is divided into three levels (Advanced 1, Advanced 2 and Advanced 3)
and allows the students to reach a level of competence in the Italian language which is necessary
for entrance into an Italian university.

Each level lasts four weeks. Students are welcome to enroll for as few as 2 weeks or as many as
6 months. Please Note: completion of a particular 4 week course does notguarantee
advancement to the next level. Language learning is not a mechanical endeavor. It is an academic
endeavor which contains a personal / psychological component as well. Some students have
elected to repeat a particular level or delay advancement by a week or two, so as to continue
study and practice of particular structures, so as to feel more comfortable. Because methodology
is developed from a Communicative based approach and because the materials, activities and
tasks are quite extensive, there is no risk that the student will repeat the same activities, using the
same materials.

Standard Course Group 20 hours per week. This course is
designed for those who want a complete language
experience, studying 4 hours per day, focusing on the
language analysis activities and the communicative tasks.

Standard Plus Course Group/Tutor 25 hours per week - 20
hours of Group + 5 hours of Tutor weekly. The course is
designed for those who, beyond the advantages of the
Standard group course, want to have an extra individual hour
(one-to-one) per day especially devoted to their needs.

Intensive Course Group 30 hours per week. A course
designed for those who want to have a more intensive group
course to strengthen their abilities in a shorter time.

Language & Italian History Course 2 weeks, 24 or 28 hours
per week - Standard Course, Group 20 + 4 hours of Italian
History private tutor, OR Standard Course, Group 20 + 8
hours of group lessons in Italian History. In combination with
the Standard Group course, an ltalian History course is
offered which covers the Etruscans, the Greeks, the Romans,
all the way up to the present day in Italy. The History course is taught by individuals trained in
the field. Tutor course is offered on the first Monday of every month. The group course is subject
to minimum enroliment.

Language & Art History 2 weeks, 24 or 28 hours per week - Standard Course, Group 20 + 4
hours of Italian Art History private tutor OR Standard Course, Group 20 + 8 hours of group
lessons in ltalian Art History. The school offers an Italian Art History course in combination with
the Standard Group course which focuses on sculpture, painting and architecture in Italy. The aim
of the course is to provide content based language study and to provide a deeper, more
specialized knowledge and understanding of lItalian Art. The Art History course is taught by
individuals trained in the field. Tutor course is offered on the first Monday of every month. The
group course is subject to minimum enrollment.

Standard Course + "Family Style" Cooking Course Group 20 hours per week plus 10.5 hours
per week of private cooking lessons with a Sicilian host mother. The cooking course is given in
the home of a Sicilian "mamma". Cooking lessons will be provided on the preparation of a full
meal with units focusing on the first course (pasta, risotto, or soup), a second course (vegetarian,
meat or fish), side dishes (salad or vegetables), and sweets or cake. The course includes a
weekly dinner with the host mother in the homestay.

Language & Sicilian Ceramics OR Wood and
Furniture Restoration Apprenticeship 23 hours per
week - Standard Course, Group 20 + 3 Ceramic or Wood
and  Furniture  Restoration  Apprenticeship. This
combination course includes the Standard Group course
and an organized practical apprenticeship on Sicilian
ceramic, or on wood and furniture restoration, tutored by
professional craftsmen, during which you will learn to
make a piece of decorated Sicilian pottery or a decorated
wood art work. At the end of the workshop a Letter of
Attendance is issued by the craftsmen's atelier.

Language & Eco-Touring Standard Course, Group 20 + 2 different guided half-day hiking tours
and 1 guided all-day hiking tour per week. This course includes the Standard Group course of
language study and guided hiking tours through Sicily's National Parks. All transportation is
included in the cost.

Admissions & Academic Credit

Students 17 years and older regardless are welcomed regardless of educational background,
occupation or nationality. No previous knowledge of Italian is required except where otherwise
indicated.

Students desiring credit for their study should contact their home school or request the NRCSA
Credit Fact Sheet. Generally, U.S. universities consider 15 hours of study to be equal to 1
semester credit.

Certificates & Exams

There is a final test, given upon request, however many students prefer to continue with another
day of class rather than take the test. After this test, students are given certification, which, if
necessary, details the program followed and includes an evaluation of the student's achieved level
of language proficiency, according to the Modern Language Project of the Council of Europe.
